Ar an Cpen Agenda meeting on April 1, 1982 the FCC eliminated two sections of the Amateur
Regulations, as part of an ongoing review of rules to prune eut those which are no longer
necessary. Secs, 97.71 required an adequately filtered DC plate power supply for transmitters._ .
operating below 144 MHz, Sec. 97.74 required a means of measuring frequency independent of the
trangmitter itself. Cancellation of these 2 rules represents a change in regulatory philosophy
from how to observe the rules to what the result should be. Other rulee still in place require
an amateur signal be ciean & it be in band. The same meeting adopted a Notice of Proposed Rule-
meking which would provide new frequencies for model control in the 72 to 76 MHz range. AR,

Many enginaers have contributed to the development of the process of producing
stereophonic sound. First and foremost among whom we must put the California wizard noted .
above. But the fundamental process itself first appears in the Patent Office Records in the
gatent application dated December, 1930 for a "Process of producing binaural sound" invented

¥ Morris J. Spivack.

In 1977 Mr. Spivack filed a new application for a patent on a process of preducing
doubly binaural sound. This was rejected on purely procedural grounds, not merit. '

The inventor is now considering making this invention a gift to the public, if a
suitable gcientific journal can be found to publish it in full."
