In early December, KZAHL of
Springfield, N.J., was ordered by Judge Kentz of the N.J. ‘Superior Court in Elizabeth to cease
eperating his station, as a result of a suit flled in 1977 by neighbors over TIVI and stereo
interference. :

- The Problem had surfaced a year eerller when, without previous warnlng, he received a.
__letter from the neighbor s lawyer stating that he'd be sued if he didn't stay off the air,
Since the suit began, technical experts for both sides have agreed that a proper antenna

_plus filters would solve the TVI, and a properly designed stereo aystem would eliminate
the problem in that area. Although K2AHL offered them a new stereo, they refused to make
any changes. The judge apparently agreed . thez_ehouldn t have to, and even told KZ2AHL's
lawyer he would have: the FCC suspend K2AAL's licensel
