On the other hand, you have a newcomer who wants to get himself
known on-the airwaves. His most frequent gquestion is "when and
where are the nets”. 50 you tell him about the two or three
nets that you know. Obviously this isn't the complete list. If
he is really net-conscious, he will have to ask about a dozen
hams before he gets a list that resembles anything like the
finished product.

Therefore, I decided to compile a list of net schedules and have
it printed. I have been using this list myself for quite some
time., On April 5, 1968, I was pinch-hitting for WA3FAB in the
EPA Termite Net. Check-ins were low that night so in order to
kill time I read off the complete list as printed below. One
station in the net suggested that the list be duplicated so
other stations couldé know what is going on. Steps are being
taken in this direction.
